The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for three days, also he states he had bitemporal headache yesterday with clearing today and has history of hypertension, high lipid disorder and seizure disorder with last seizure reported to be over 20 years ago. He states he had partial removal of his right cerebrum two times 28 years ago for severe seizure disorder without subsequent seizures with minimal mental impairment.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Noted paralysis to the left upper extremity from prior brain surgery. Skin: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with sinusitis.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection on his request with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak, to take over-the-counter cough medicines. Follow up with PCP as needed.
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
