CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after chest x-ray.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with husband stating that she had evaluation by her consultant and they felt the patient has few crepitations on the lung exam and she was sent for chest x‑ray and lungs were clear; however, it showed arthritic changes in the thoracic spine. The patient came today for evaluation and she stated that she has pain in the upper back on and off and the pain level ranges from 3 to 5. There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
