Kimberly is a very debilitated 80-year-old woman currently on hospice with endstage COPD, essential hypertension, heart failure – endstage, and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has extensive history of tobacco abuse in the past. She also suffers from dementia, weight loss, total ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence.
The patient appears to have lost more weight at least 3 pounds per caretaker testing on today. Anxiety is better. Her pain is controlled. She is using her oxygen on regular basis. She uses diapers because of bowel and bladder incontinence. She has a KPS score of 40% and continues to smoke when she can get outside. She suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss, tachycardia, O2 saturation is stable on 2L of oxygen and has right-sided heart failure consistent with endstage COPD. The patient’s appetite is continues to diminish. She continues to show deterioration as far as COPD is concerned. She stays in bed most of the time now about 14 to 16 hours a day. Overall prognosis remains poor.
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
