Ms. Hipps is a 67-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2020. She also has history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and endstage renal disease on hemodialysis. She is followed by Dr. Zeledon. She also has history of polycystic kidney disease and she stopped metformin secondary to her endstage renal disease. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 5.3%. She has occasional wide fluctuations in her blood glucose.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 5.3%. This can be interpreted as falsely low due to the fact that the patient is on hemodialysis due to the endstage renal disease. Therefore, we are guided by her blood glucose log and we are going to add Tradjenta 5 mg once daily to keep her blood sugar average below 150 mg/dL for most of the day.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia continue current therapy.

4. For her endstage renal disease, she is followed by Dr. Zeledon. We will continue to monitor.
