Mr. Young is a 66-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1990. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease, carpal tunnel surgery and history of a fistula in his left arm; however, he does not do dialysis anymore. He stopped metformin due to kidney failure. For his diabetes, he is on Lantus 40 units twice a day and NovoLog based on sliding scale. He checks his blood glucose three times per day His latest hemoglobin A1c is 10.8%. Usually, he eats meat and potatoes for dinner. He does not eat very much breakfast or lunch. His biggest meal is supper. The patient failed metformin therapy and Jardiance therapy due to acute on chronic renal failure.
Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 10.8%. We will add Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly and we will recommend him to take Lantus 40 units twice a day plus continue the NovoLog sliding scale.

2. Notably, the patient failed metformin due to acute on chronic kidney disease with history of being on dialysis; however, he is not on dialysis anymore and he has a history of left arm fistula.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

5. For his chronic kidney disease, this is being monitored.

6. Follow up with primary care provider.
