Mrs. Hendricks is a 58-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes about 10 years ago. The patient is from Missouri and would like to establish her diabetes care here. She has history of atrial fibrillation, she had cardiac ablation in 2022 and she is in normal sinus rhythm. She also has a history of a multinodular goiter. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 5.9%. She is on Ozempic 2 mg once weekly. She failed metformin secondary to GI side effects.
PlaN:

1. For her type II diabetes, at this point, my recommendation is to adjust the patient’s diabetic medications in order to maximize the secondary benefit of weight loss and therefore, despite her good glycemic control with an A1c of 5.9%, we could achieve better secondary benefit of weight loss by switching therapy and placing her on Mounjaro 5 mg once weekly instead of the Ozempic 2 mg once weekly. We will plan on rechecking hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her multinodular goiter, I will do the thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. For history of atrial fibrillation, she had cardiac ablation in 2022. She is in sinus rhythm now.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
