SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup at subacute rehab. The patient was recently seen in the Union Memorial Hospital because she has episode of chest pain feeling tiredness, and tingling sensation. She was evaluated in the hospital, she received nitroglycerin with improvement in the pain. BNP was elevated 1105. CTA chest was negative for PE but she has chronic diastolic heart failure. She was given diuretic and Lasix for diastolic CHF with improvement in her output. After stabilization, she was sent to the nursing rehab. Today, when I saw the patient, she denies any headache or dizziness. No chest pain. No fever. No chills. No cough. No congestion.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/62.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.
Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Edema noted both legs 1+ but there is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, oriented x3, cooperative, and left-sided weakness due to stroke.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT: The patient recent visit to the hospital with:
1. Diastolic CHF exacerbation she responded very well to the diuretic. She is asymptomatic. No more shortness of breath today.

2. CVA with left-sided weakness.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. ASCVD.

5. Hyperlipidemia.
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PLAN: We will all her current medication. Followup lab electrolytes. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff and also outpatient followup cardiology will be advised.
