HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Right TM mild erythema and bulging. Left TM is clear with no edema or erythema. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea with no turbinate edema. Throat: Mild erythema. Mild edema. No exudate. Airway is patent.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing appreciated.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops appreciated.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion.
