HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a well-appearing 25-year-old female, complains of a possible abscess on the inside of her right jaw with difficulty and pain with eating, reported fever of 100.6. Pain has been going on for the last four days. The patient states she has been taking Tylenol and ibuprofen. The patient also states she has a molar coming in and recently seen her dentist about six months ago. No difficulty breathing or swallowing noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has migraine and POTS.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x2.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Atenolol and ibuprofen.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking or reports of secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Well-appearing, no acute distress, alert and oriented female.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral no erythema. Light reflex in TM noted. No bulging noted. Nose: No erythema. No edema to the turbinates. Throat: No edema. No erythema. Oral Cavity: Mild tenderness to the right bottom jaw line. No drainage. No foul smell noted. Airway is clear.
NECK: Mild tenderness on the right lymph nodes, sublingual lymph nodes. No thyroid enlargement. Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds in all four quadrants. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops noted.

ABDOMEN: Nontender and soft.
EXTREMITIES: Nontender. Full range of motion.

SKIN: Normal. No rashes or lesions noted.

ASSESSMENT: Right ear pain, oral abscess, and tooth pain.
PLAN: We will provide steroid shot in the office as well as Keflex for the next 10 days. Advised to follow up with dentist if her pain continues and the patient discharged with all questions answered in stable condition.
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
