HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-year-old well-appearing male with his mother at bedside. He states he has the sore throat, fever and unknown T-max for two days, was seen in another clinic approximately eight days ago with a positive diagnosis of strep and prescribed amoxicillin. However, the patient took amoxicillin for two days and then decided he wanted to stop taking the medication. He thought he was better, but it just came back as worse symptoms. He has been taking Advil for the fever and discomfort with great results.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoke or vaping or secondhand smoke reported.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-appearing 16-year-old male in no acute distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Clear. No erythema. No bulge of the TMs. Positive light reflex elicited. Nose: Clear thin rhinorrhea. No turbinates edema. Throat: Positive tonsillar edema and erythema with exudate. Airway is patent.

NECK: Supple. No thyroid enlargement noted. No lymph node enlargement noted.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. Breath sounds normal in all four quadrants. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing noted.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. Heart sounds normal. No gallops or murmurs noted.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender with full range of motion.

SKIN: Normal. No rashes or lesions.

Labs in the clinic for strep positive.

ASSESSMENT: Strep pharyngitis, flu-like symptoms, cough, and postnasal drip.
PLAN: Azithromycin Z-PAK to take as directed. Given a school note excuse. Follow up if symptoms do not improve over the next three to five days.
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
