PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Lopid 600 mg twice a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No ETOH use. No drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 191 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 137/74.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
EXTREMITIES: There is a right-sided olecranon cyst noted.

PROCEDURE: After the consent was obtained, the area was anesthetized 10 cc of straw-colored fluid removed, then Decadron 10 mg was injected into the cyst, then the wrapping was applied and discussed with the patient that olecranon cysts come back and he might need to have surgery done to remove the cyst in toto, but nevertheless this will give him some relief at this time.

1. Hyperlipidemia.

2. Low back pain.

3. In the process of getting back surgery.
