Margaret Pente was seen in the office over the last several years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Graves’ disease.

Current Medication: Synthroid 0.1 mg daily.

She had Graves’ disease diagnosed in 2013 and was treated with radioiodine therapy.

Since then, she has been on thyroid hormone replacement at levothyroxine 0.1 mg daily.

Her most recent thyroid function test was satisfactory with a free T4 1.41 and TSH 0.45.

In the interim, she has been diagnosed having breast cancer and is being considered for Keytruda immunotherapy.

Questions have risen in regards to the implications for her Graves’ disease and Keytruda therapy.

IMPRESSION: Keytruda can be used in this situation as she no longer has a functional thyroid gland, although thyroid dysfunction is not commonly encountered with this form of therapy, thyroiditis are hypothyroidism is the most likely outcome.

Therefore, from the thyroid standpoint, it is felt that Keytruda therapy can be used safely in the situation and thyroid function test may be monitored afterwards.

I have asked her to return to this office about six to eight weeks after starting Keytruda therapy for monitoring of her thyroid function test.
