CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for left thyroid nodule.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had ultrasound of the thyroid and it showed 3 to 4 mm semi-solid nodule on the left thyroid and the patient does not have any pain in the neck and no swallowing difficulty.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight gain or weight loss, headache, blurry vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Neck examination reveals significant thyroid enlargement and there is no lymph node enlargement or stridor.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
