CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has cough on and off for past three to four weeks and she went to urgent care facility two times and she had COVID test and respiratory viral panel, which was unremarkable and the patient was given cough medicine which did not improve and she still has persistent cough and there was no significant sputum production and has not seen any blood in the saliva. The patient had chest x-ray and it showed prominent interstitial markings and there is no other significant abnormality.
The patient denied any exposure to serious illnesses or allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, double vision, sore throat, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
The patient also stated that she has severe weakness and poor appetite.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement, thyroid enlargement, or stridor.
