CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of shortness of breath and difficulty breathing.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he went to Saudi Arabia for pilgrimage there he had severe respiratory difficulty and he was admitted in the hospital and stayed in ICU for three to four days after that he was released and he was on inhaler and was doing fine and he was back to US three to four days ago and since then he also had cough and difficulty breathing and he was progressively got worse. Today the patient has been tired upon any exertion. There was no fever or chills. He did not have any sputum production.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, loss of consciousness, snoring, chest pain, vomiting, diarrhea, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, seizures, or exposure to any serious illnesses.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and asthma and the patient was on albuterol inhaler as a treatment at home as needed.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of generalized body aches and he was on meloxicam 7.5 mg once a day with food few months ago.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he works fulltime job. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
Lung examination reveals poor air entry bilaterally and wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

I had a long discussion with the patient and he has difficulty causing shortness of breath. The patient was given albuterol nebulizer treatment and 911 was called the patient was then evaluated by paramedics. He was put on O2 nasal cannula and transported to St. Mary’s Hospital. Wife was notified about the patient’s condition and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
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
