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This is a 25-year-old gravida 2 para 1 young lady who presents to the emergency room in Texas Emergency Hospital at 0758 hours with history of 38 weeks pregnancy having contraction that started at 0200 hours, now with vaginal bleeding and mucus drainage. Her last OB visit was on 04/02. She has a history of high-risk pregnancy with anemia and some sort of “antibodies present”. The patient has had iron infusion in the past. The patient was found to be in active labor by Dr. Maroney. Contractions were every four minutes; later on, they were at 1 minute and 30 seconds each. No blood work was done. IV was started. The patient’s vital signs initially were stable. 911 was called at 0835 hours to transfer the patient for a higher level of care. It is not clear why a regular ambulance service was not used. The patient also had a 3 cm cervical dilatation at the time of the examination by the physician. Fetal heart tone in 150 to 157 the whole time during the hospital stay. The patient subsequently was transferred out at 0838 hours via 911 EMS ambulance service. There is a note from Dr. Maroney that states on 04/08 at 0810 hours, a followed up call was made to the labor and delivery and Ms. _______ had a 7 pound 9 ounce baby boy and she required some sort of surgery after delivery. Both mother and infant are doing well. The baby was delivered at 4:35 p.m. it states which I suspect was on 04/06/2024. Memorandum of transfer paperwork was signed and filled out. The patient’s vital signs were stable at the time of admission to the emergency room in Cleveland, but at the time of discharge the blood pressure was written down as 156/125 with a pulse of 110. Initial blood pressure was 137/83. Subsequent blood pressures 135/114 and 156/125 at the time of discharging with ambulance service.
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
