The patient is a 63-year-old woman, currently on hospice with COPD, hypertension, the patient used to use oxygen, but refuses most of the time, muscle weakness, generalized anxiety, weight loss, decreased appetite, and history of bipolar disorder. Some of the history was obtained from Ms. Jeffries who tells me that the patient is getting weaker, she is eating less, refuses oxygen, has evidence of dementia where she sits and stares for hours from time to time, has a very little activity because of shortness of breath and diminished lung capacity, complains of air hunger. She is also taking medication for bipolar disorder, dementia, depression, gastroesophageal reflux, hyperlipidemia, insomnia, and osteoarthritis. She has a caretaker around the clock, she is not able to live by herself. She has very little appetite. Her O2 sats hovering around 88-89% without oxygen. Once again, she refuses oxygen. She continues to lose weight at least 1 or 2 pounds every month because of decreased appetite, has a FAST score of 7C and KPS score of 40%. She has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence and wears a dipper. She continues to decline on hospice at this time.
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
