The patient comes in today to have a blood work. The flank pain is gone. The blood pressure is 120/80 at home. The urine shows lysed blood; that is it. CT showed no stones. PSA is being checked because of enlarged prostate and mild calcification. Hypodensities in the liver appeared to be too small to characterize by CT. He does not want to do a repeat CT with contrast or MRI because of cost. We are going to follow that with ultrasound in the next three months or so. He has done with his antibiotic, he is feeling well and not having any urinary issues and we will wait for the blood test now.
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
