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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 84-year-old white female that is a patient of Ms. Lachica, ARNP that referred the patient for evaluation of the kidney function. Mrs. Harris is a diabetic since the late 90s and, at the present time, has been controlled with the administration of Trulicity and Farxiga 10 mg every day. Her kidney function has been very stable and has remained stable. She has a laboratory workup that was done on 02/07/2024; the serum creatinine 1.2, the estimated GFR 43 mL/min, which is similar to the prior determinations. The patient is not anemic; hemoglobin is 15.4 and she has in the urinalysis no evidence of proteinuria.

2. Diabetes mellitus with a hemoglobin A1c of 6.7.

3. Essential hypertension that has been under control. The blood pressure reading is adequate.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The patient is very stable. She has an aortic murmur and she is followed by the cardiologist at the AdventHealth. I am going to continue with the same medications and reevaluate this case in a year with laboratory workup.
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
