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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 81-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB/AI. The latest laboratory workup that was done on 03/15/2024, his serum creatinine is 1.5, BUN is 21, and estimated GFR is 44 mL/min. Unfortunately, we do not have urine workup because the patient was unable to urinate while he was at the lab. Serum electrolytes are within normal limits. Albumin is 4.2.
2. The patient is diabetic. However, he is not taking any medications at the present time. He is following the diet and their daughter who is the caregiver is checking the blood sugar on a regular basis and the blood sugar is around 90 to 100 all the time.

3. History of nephrolithiasis in the past, not active at the present moment.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. Benign prostatic hypertrophy. The patient has memory impairment and at night, he is wearing pull-ups. During the day, he urinates on a regular basis without any complications.

6. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease status post PCI that is not active at this moment.

7. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The patient is in very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
