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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease that is associated to nephrosclerosis related to type II diabetes mellitus. The patient used to have proteinuria, but due to the underlying disease which is carcinoma of the base of the tongue, status post chemotherapy, status post radiation therapy. The patient has a PEG tube. He has lost significant amount of body weight. The patient has recovered the kidney function and does not have evidence of proteinuria anymore. The latest laboratory workup that was done on 04/17/2024. The patient has a creatinine of 0.94, BUN 28, and estimated GFR of 83.5. The patient does not have any proteinuria.
2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.
3. Type II diabetes that is under control.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is treated with statins.

5. History of gout without recent manifestation.

6. Vitamin D deficiency that is on supplementation. The patient has a history of hairy cell leukemia that is in remission. Since the patient is in stable condition, he has regained the kidney function. We are going to give an appointment to see us in six months with laboratory workup.
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
