The patient was driving.  The patient was approaching an intersection.  He suddenly a PG&E Pacific Gas & Electric truck ran the red light and the truck hit him.  The patient’s car was T-boned.  The patient was hit on the driver side.  The patient hit the head immediately.  The head hit the car.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for approximately 30 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient was already in the emergency room.  The patient woke-up, with confusion and disorientation.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was dazed out.  The patient was admitted to the hospital for further evaluation.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.
Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  The patient described these are headaches.  The patient has significant neck pain as well.  His memory becomes very poor.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has lack of sleep.  The patient has fatigue symptoms.  The patient becomes very sensitive to light.  The patient also has depression symptoms.
The patient was started on Mobic and narcotic analgesics and Lexapro.
The patient is currently active duty for the Air Force.  The patient is working for security forces in the Air Force.  The patient has significant difficulty to perform his job at work.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus because of the headaches.  The patient has difficulty remember his task duties.  The patient tells me that he can get upset very easily.  He needs to write down everything.  The patient tells me that he has been relieved from his usual duties because of his symptoms.  The patient tells me that he is not doing a lot at the military right now.
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
