However, the patient has severe pain symptoms in the back of the head.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient has difficulty to talk.  The patient has slurred speech.  The patient was hospitalized.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient gets disoriented very easily.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient also has cognitive deficit.  His memory becomes very poor.  The patient also has difficulty with navigation.  The patient has double vision.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient also has significant migraines.
The patient is taking amitriptyline.
The patient is currently is an electronics technician for Coast Guards.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate of his job doing electronics.  The patient forgets task duties.  The patient has significant difficulty to see the computers at time because of the headaches and light sensitivity.  The patient also get disoriented at work a lot. 
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
