PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 79 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 99.9 right now. Respirations 20. Pulse 116.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Oral mucosa red and inflamed.
NECK: No meningismus.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Strep was not done. Flu test was negative. We will treat for pharyngitis.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suspect strep pharyngitis.

2. Amoxil 400 mg/5 cc x 7 days.

3. Bromfed DM quarter teaspoon p.r.n.

4. No nausea or vomiting.

5. No urinary symptoms.

6. No meningismus.

7. If anything changes in his condition or if he becomes septic as I have explained to mother, they will return or go to the emergency room after hours.
