HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient comes in with a three-day history of cough, chills, body aches, cold sweats, wheezes, tiredness, not feeling well, nausea, but no diarrhea.

He is a 67-year-old truck driver, lives in Louisiana, been married 37 years, has no children. He lives in a trailer. A couple of days ago, he started having symptoms of fever, chills, cough, and congestion. He comes in today for evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism, pacemaker, and gout.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Pacemaker.
MEDICATIONS: Some kind of thyroid medicine, heart medicine; he does not know what and blood pressure medicine.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH. He used to be a smoker, but not any more.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of pancreatic cancer. Mother died of CHF and COPD.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 243 pounds. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 94. Blood pressure 135/74.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Mild lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi and wheezes.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
Chest x-ray shows no evidence of pneumonia, possible interstitial changes and pacemaker in place.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.

2. Rocephin 1 g.

3. Decadron 10 mg.

4. He does not want any ultrasound of his thyroid with thyroid problems. He stated he had all that done not too long ago.

5. Sick sinus syndrome.

6. Status post pacemaker.

7. Z-PAK.

8. Medrol Dosepak.

9. Phenergan DM.

10. Do not take Phenergan DM while driving.

11. Albuterol inhaler; illustrated how to take it.

12. Flu negative.

13. Strep negative.

14. COVID negative.

15. Lots of liquid.

16. He had no reaction to Rocephin or Decadron before leaving, all explained to the patient. Come back in 24 hours if not better.
