The patient presents with history of a temperature of 100.6 with vomiting x 3 the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Lethargic post being up all night per mother without sleeping. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple with mild lymphadenopathy 1+. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing done with positive strep.
PLAN: The patient is given amoxicillin to take for 10 days with Zofran. Follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
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
