CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen here few days ago with followup, now with complaints of diarrhea for the past two days x6 with emesis before, now decreased, with continued loss of appetite, also there is noted stye in the left eye for the past week. The patient has a history of autism on medications.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation and swelling left superior palpebra or eyelid. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Normal. Neurological: Otherwise normal other than presence of autism. Skin: Normal.
The patient had repeat strep test because of pharyngitis and adenopathy in the neck which was negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Conjunctivitis left eye, viral syndrome, pharyngitis non-strep, and vomiting and diarrhea.

PLAN: Expect spontaneous clearing over the next few days. He was given prescription for azithromycin and also erythromycin ophthalmic with topical care with further workup of diarrhea if it continues. Mother advised to follow up with pediatrician if not clearing and here if necessary.
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
