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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old white female that has been complaining of increase urinary frequency, urinary incontinence, severe burning to urination and constant pain in the pelvic area. The patient has a culture that is positive for E. coli sensitive to most of the antibiotics. The patient was given some Levaquin at a dose that was 250 mg that she has been taking in the presence of normal kidney function to no avail. For that reason we are going to change the patient to Cipro 500 mg p.o b.i.d for seven days and then we will continue with the administation of Cipro 250 mg for 16 days. We are going to try to suppress the urinary flora.

2. The patient has malignant neoplasm of the parotid gland that is attended and treated at the Moffitt cancer center.

3. Diabetes mellitus type II that has been under control.

4. The patient has a chronic kidney disease stage II without any proteinuria.

5. History of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that has been in remission and well controlled.

6. Arterial hypertension with blood pressure that is 130/50.

7. Hyperlipidemia under control.

8. The patient has arteriosclerotic heart disease and atrial fibrillation that is under control. The patient has a vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
