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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 41-year-old Hispanic female that we followed in the practice because of the presence of single kidney. The patient has agenesis of the left kidney. The patient is without any symptoms. She does not have hypertension. She does not have proteinuria. The kidney function is satisfactory.

2. Chronic kidney disease stable.

3. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease. This gastroesophageal reflux disease is impeding the obstruction of iron because the patient takes pantoprazole and/or H2 blockers. Serum ferritin is 10. The patient feels weak and tired and she has borderline B12. She is going to the hematologist and he is going to follow the patient on regular basis and the most likely situation is that this patient needs iron infusions. Reevaluation in a year with laboratory workup.
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
