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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 73-year-old Hispanic male that had endstage renal disease. The patient underwent kidney transplant on February 2024 that was cadaveric kidney of a 60-year-old man. The patient is feeling well. She has been immunosuppressed with administration of Envarsus and CellCept. The patient does not have any evidence of proteinuria. He has not had any episodes of rejection. The albumin-to-creatinine ratio is 128 that is elevated. The serum creatinine has gone down to 1.77.

2. The patient has anemia that has been correcting progressively and he recovered the kidney function. The anemia started to correct. The hemoglobin is up to 10 g%.

3. Hyperuricemia that is under control.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. He has a remote history of kidney stones.

6. He has gastroesophageal reflux disease that is treated with antiacids.

7. The remote history of prostate cancer. We are going to follow this patient along with the transplant nephrologist in Tampa General.  I am going to give an appointment to see me in three months and I will get the copies of the labs from Tampa General.
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
