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Alison Andrew continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Continuous glucose monitoring.

4. Bipolar disorder.

5. Narcolepsy.

Alison was seen recently in the office for evaluation.

Her blood sugars were in a fair range. No major hypoglycemic reactions. She is currently on a tandem pump with Dexcom and has continuous glucose monitoring.

General review was unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated at this visit.

On examination, blood pressure 130/80, weight 149 pounds, and BMI is 26.4. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c 7.1%.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes fair control and continuous glucose monitoring. She is also on tandem pump and does not appear to have microvascular complications from diabetes.

A previous urine microalbumin is 74 and more recent one was 7 mg/L.

I advised to continue the current program and also added lisinopril 5 mg daily for renal protection.

She is now about to relocate to upper state Michigan and will be followed by another endocrinologist in due course.
