HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2012, he was during an airborne operation.  He was jumping off the plane.  As he was jumping off the plane, he hit the shoulder on to the plane.  However, when he was landing, he caught gust of wind before landing and he slammed on to the ground.  He landed on his buttocks on to the ground and hit the head also.  The patient hit the back of the head so hard to the point that he was confused and disoriented.  As a matter of fact, he knew he has severe headaches.  As a matter of fact, he was so confused and he does not remember anything for the next 48 hours.  As a matter of fact, he had amnesia for the next 48 hours.  He did not remember anything for the next 48 hours.  He was dizzy.  He has had severe head pain.
Since the event, the patient has significant difficulty with memory.  He has difficulty recalling things.  His concentration is poor.  The patient has word finding difficulties.  The patient has difficulty to recall events.  He has significant short-term memory deficit.  He also has had headaches.  He has chronic headaches.  The patient has decrease in concentration and focus.  The patient tells me that he also dropped things very easily.
The patient is currently active duty for the army.  The patient works for psychological operation.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting him to do his work.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate on the computer screen.  The patient has difficulty to remember task duties.  The patient has significant word finding difficulties on the computer.  The patient has difficulty recall his job duty sometimes.  The headache is also affecting his focus and concentration at work.
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
