CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of erectile dysfunction and followup for hypercholesterolemia.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed erectile dysfunction for past several months and is getting worse. The patient has not tried any medications.
The patient also has history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on low-fat diet. The patient does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
