CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical examination and also complained of right-sided abdominal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right-sided abdominal pain is on and off and it is very mild and sometimes pain ranges up to 3 or 4 on the scale of 10 and there is no associated nausea or vomiting and there was no change in the bowel habits or stool color. The patient did have cholecystectomy and she is going to follow up with gastroenterologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, recent travel or exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, skin rashes, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of gastritis and she is on famotidine 40 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 5000 units once a day.

The patient has a history of CRPS and she is on gabapentin 400 mg one tablet four times a day as needed.
The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on metoprolol 25 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

ALLERGIES: None.
The patient has a history of COVID infection in 2021.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father had non-Hodgkin's lymphoma and passed away.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she has one child. The patient does not work on regular basis. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no significant tenderness of the abdomen and bowel sounds are active.

NEUROLOGICAL: The patient has paresthesia on the right arm and leg. It is chronic in nature.
