CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for urinary tract infection and followup for testicular hypofunction.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is finishing his antibiotic ciprofloxacin 500 mg twice a day and he feels much better. There is no burning urination. The patient was also seen by urologist and his Foley catheter was removed. The patient does self-catheterization three times a day.
The patient has low testosterone and he is on testosterone injections. He receives 100 mg of testosterone every two weeks and has been seen by endocrinologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
