CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 79-year-old female due for annual labs which are drawn and reviewed with her. She was in her apartment and she was alert when we reviewed things.
DIAGNOSES: Bilateral knee pain secondary to OA, frontotemporal dementia – moderate stage, BPSD in the form of perseverating on certain topics such as not liking it here compared to Texas, the food being bad, etc., atrial fibrillation – on Eliquis, hyperlipidemia, IBS, osteoporosis, and dysphagia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/1524 note.
ALLERGIES: FENTANYL.
DIET: Gluten-free, no pork.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in the wheelchair. She was alert.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypocalcemia. It is mild at 8.5. The patient has TUMS and I encouraged her to take and I am having her increase it to three times a day MWF and b.i.d. the remaining days.

2. Anemia. H&H are 10.4 and 31.0 compared to 10.7 and 32.3. Indices WNL. Platelet count WNL at 279. There is no further intervention required. The patient is doing well given baseline.
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
