CC: Multiple issues.

HPI: An 83-year-old female who when I last saw her had to be sent to SWMC for transfusion given a hemoglobin of 5.8. She tells me that she ended up being transfused 2 units initially and then a few hours later an additional 2 units. Her oncologist Dr. Al-Assad was present and monitoring what was going on. The patient states she has a history of anemia but this is the worse has been. He believes that it is a chronic anemia that has progressed. Her concern was leukemia or some other blood malignancy given her history of cancer and she states he did not think so. The patient had a bone marrow biopsy on 04/24 and she stated it was tolerable and was told that results some may be back in a week but the important ones will take up to a month. On 04/30, she is scheduled for IV iron infusion. That will then be repeated on 05/07. I turned the subject to her lymphedema she is followed by company here in the facility and she states that she has met with the therapist but she would like to have more of the manual massage. I did see him later and he stated he is just trying to get her to do the compression wraps that she can do by herself but she has dragged herself on doing that. I told her that she needed to start picking up and doing something that she can and the manual massage will come into place once there has been some movement of fluid. Overall, she seemed comfortable. She showed me the compressive items that she has received due to the lymphedema therapist and yet she has not used any of them.

DIAGNOSES: Acute anemia requiring transfusion now another issue followed by her oncologist Dr. Al-Assad, history of left breast cancer, cardiac arrhythmia, obesity, hypothyroid, IDDM, trigeminal neuralgia, and lower extremity edema intermittent.
ALLERGIES: SULFA, BETADINE, and LATEX.

DIET: Diabetic.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Obese female seated comfortably was engaging.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 103/62, pulse 78, temperature 97.8, respiration 18, and did not give weight today.

NEURO: Orientation x3. Speech is clear. She does a lot of justification in rationalizing as to why she does not do some of the things regarding her lymphedema on her own. Her legs are edematous but not horrible by comparison to what I have seen them be before.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to body habitus and effort. She does have wheezing mid to upper lung fields and intermittent cough.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. Dr. Al-Assad is directing the transfusions and she states things are going good. She has no complaints.

2. Lymphedema. I had Brian the therapist stop by and talk to her so they will have to meet next week and he made a deal with her that he will do the massage therapy that she likes once she starts using the compression wraps regularly.
