


PROGRESS NOTE

HPI: A 79-year-old female deemed eminent status this morning. She was started on Roxanol and Ativan intensol with atropine ordered but not yet started. The patient has not eaten in two to three days and is making scant amount of urine, did have a very minimal BM yesterday. The patient is followed by Traditions Hospice and she was started on Roxanol 0.25 mg q.4h. routine and Ativan intensol 2 mg/mL 0.5 mL q.6h. p.r.n. The patient had been asleep. No evidence of distress and as the day went on there was increase work of respiration. Her daughter and SIL were with her and I had seen and spoken to her daughter later in the day in the evening when she was coming to stay. I was contacted by Traditions Hospice on-call nurse who was with the patient after being contacted that she seemed in distress. Her respiratory rate was 24. She was using accessory muscles of respiration and was snoring loudly. She had not opened her eyes and was not responding to movement. Her Roxanol has been increased to 1 mL (20 mg q.2h. routine) and Ativan is continued at 0.5 mL (1 mg q.4h. p.r.n.) and there has not been need for atropine at this time. I was contacted by the hospice nurse after the patient had received the increased doses of Roxanol and within 15 minutes her respiratory rate had decreased to 16. She was more relaxed, not using accessory muscles of respiration was still snoring and not awakening. There has been no evidence of agitation. She has not been restless or fidgety so for now we will continue to monitor and I have spoken to the hospice nurse who remains with the patient until she seems comfortable and has settled into the place and daughter remains at the patient’s bedside.
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
