HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a very nice and fortunate 69-year-old black gentleman lives at home. He has a caregiver and a provider. The patient is single. He has three children from before when he was 18 years old. He was totally and completely disabled with paraplegia after he was shot in the throat.
The patient has had all kinds of pain issues at one time got addictive to opioids and is on Suboxone and Neurontin at this time.

He has a provider at this time.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Surgery is related to the gunshot wound to the throat and a suprapubic catheter placement.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives alone. He does smoke. He does not drink alcohol on regular basis.
FAMILY HISTORY: Some kind of leukemia all he knows about his mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70. Pulse 80. Respirations 18. O2 sat 98%.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. There are very ischemic lower extremities related to muscle wasting related to paraplegia.

2. Dysphagia. Nose, keloid formation and face related to gunshot wound to the throat.
3. Positive suprapubic catheter noted, requires changing on a monthly basis.

4. Unfortunate 69-year-old gentleman with history of gunshot wound to the throat paraplegic suprapubic catheter facial disfiguration, weight loss, history of opioid dependency on Suboxone and Neurontin to control his pain. The patient is requiring more care as far as the caregiver is concerned and still has provided services. I recommend increasing the time for the provider services. Unfortunately, the patient does not have any diagnosis for end-of-life and/or hospice care at this time. 
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
