CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/85. Pulse 140. It did go down into the upper 90s on exam. Respirations 20. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 139 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Tachycardic. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese and soft. Bowel sounds are present.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 10 mL p.o. b.i.d. 10 days #200 mL.
2. Nausea with vomiting. Zofran 4 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. p.r.n. #40 mL.

3. This patient is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic or call me if not improving.
