HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-year-old young lady. She is here. She has some right hand pain. Apparently, she was leaning back on a chair and the chair went off from underneath her and she was holding onto the leg of a table that was nearby with that right hand and as she fell, she tried to brace herself with holding onto that leg of the table and has a mild abrasion to the palm of that right hand. Skin is intact. There is no sign or symptom of any infection. She maintains full range of motion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is a delightful little girl. She smiles. She does not appear to be in any distress whatsoever.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/64. Pulse 83. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 103 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
EXTREMITIES: Examination of that right palmar surface of her hand, it does show some signs of an abrasion that took place. Skin is grossly intact. There is no bleeding. There is no opening. The patient does have good hand strength and full range of motion.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abrasion to the right palmar surface of the hand. She will be placed in an Ace wrap for the hand with a gauze pad just to protect it through the day. She is going to take over-the-counter medications such as ibuprofen and just monitor her signs and symptoms, nothing ominous is seen. She does not need any x-rays. She does not need any other medications by way of antibiotics or the like.
2. She is going to monitor her symptoms, return to clinic or call if needed.
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
