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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old white male that we follow in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has a history of renal cell carcinoma, urinary bladder cystectomy because of the cancer of the ureter and the patient has an ileal conduit. The patient has an ileal conduit that was done at the Moffitt Cancer Center. The patient had evaluation of the ureter recently. A flow measurement of the urine coming off the ureter was satisfactory. There was no evidence of malignancy. The patient has had relapse in fungal infections that had been treated successfully with the administration of fluconazole. The patient has been experiencing irritation and soreness as well as some abdominal pain in the last couple of days and he knows that there is again relapse of the urinary infection, the fluconazole was called into the pharmacy. He has been established with Dr. Arciola for urology workup. He tried to get in touch with Dr. Arciola for the current problem, but unfortunately he has been out of his office. The most recent laboratory workup that was done on 04/16/2024 showed the presence of creatinine of 1.38, which is less than the one on 01/15/2024 that was 1.76. The estimated GFR right now is 51.7 that is consistent with CKD stage IIIA. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 510 mg of protein per gram of creatinine. I have to mention that the possibility of misinterpretation of the proteinuria in the presence of an ileal conduit with debris and leukocytes has to be kept in mind.

2. Arterial hypertension. The hypertension is under control.

3. Hyperuricemia that is under control. The latest uric acid determination 6.8.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. The patient has osteoarthritis. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
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
