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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB that has been improving gradually. The last laboratory workup shows that the patient has a serum creatinine of 1.2, a BUN of 34 and an estimated GFR of 44 and there is no evidence of protein in the urine. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 200 mg/g of creatinine.

2. Arterial hypertension. This time, the patient states that she has been noticing that the blood pressure is getting under control. The diastolic blood pressure is around 80 most of the time. During the visit in the office, we have a blood pressure that is acceptable.

3. Hyperuricemia and the presence of gout in the past. The uric acid at the present time is 2.2. The patient has been asymptomatic.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
