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Alice Alexander continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Liver cirrhoses.

4. Obesity.

Current Medications: Glipizide 10 mg twice daily, lisinopril 5 mg daily, carvedilol 3.125 mg twice daily, atorvastatin 20 mg daily, and Lasix 60 mg daily.

On this visit, the blood sugar control was fair.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated apart from shortness of breath on exertion.

On examination, blood pressure 134/68, weight 191 pounds, and BMI is 34. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with fair control, history of hypertension, cirrhosis, obesity, and hyperuricemia.

At this point, her blood sugar appears to be improving as she maintains reasonable diet.

I made no changes in this visit. I will see you back in followup in four months.
