Diana Gillis was seen in the office for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Multinodular goiter.

2. Hypertension.

3. Osteopenia.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 134/82, weight 138 pounds, and BMI is 24.5. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Stable multinodular goiter, hyperlipidemia, and hypertension.

Repeat TSH of 3.04 in the normal range.

I recommend continue observation now and followup visit in one year.
