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Edith Lindsay continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Peripheral neuropathy.

4. Chronic kidney disease.

5. Hypertension.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. Hypothyroidism.

On this visit, blood sugar continued higher and she checks blood sugar once per day. On occasion, she misses her insulin shot.

Current Treatment: Tresiba 30 units in the morning and 20 units in the evening, Humalog 10 units three times a day, Eliquis 5 mg twice daily, and other medications as noted.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 134/72, weight 223 pounds, and BMI is 35. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 9.6%, which remains persistently elevated.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with hyperglycemia, peripheral neuropathy, hypertension, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, peripheral vascular disease, and obesity.

She has been provided with continuous Libre three continues glucose monitor and further alteration to her insulin program will be necessary. She is advised to take her medication, specifically insulin as prescribed. Followup visit in two months time.
