Geraldine May continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Peripheral neuropathy.

3. Morbid obesity.

4. Alveolar hypoventilation.

5. Narcolepsy.

Current Medications: Tresiba 22 units twice daily, NovoLog 15 units with dinner, Jardiance, Mounjaro 2.5 mg weekly, and Januvia.

On this visit, the patient sugars were satisfactory with occasional hypoglycemic reactions.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/66 and weight 189 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%, within expectable levels.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, long-term insulin administration, hyperlipidemia, continues glucose monitor, which was downloaded, and sleep apnea syndrome.

I have asked her to discontinue the Januvia and continue Tresiba but decrease the evening dose to 15 units.

Followup visit in four months time.
