HISTORY: This is an 86-year-old female here for followup. The patient was accompanied by daughter who stated that she was at the emergency room diagnosed with strep, treated and is here to followup to make sure she does not have strep anymore. She stated that she is scheduled to have surgery and surgeon wants to have a negative strep just before she has surgery done.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, bronchitis/COPD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Gallbladder removed.

MEDICATIONS: Xopenex, Pulmicort and amoxicillin.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 95% at room air.

Blood pressure is 158/75.
Pulse 73.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.7.

HEENT: Normal. Throat: No erythema. No edema. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT/ PLAN: Status post strep pharyngitis (the patient’s condition is resolved and is much improved). The patient was reassured as they were given a copy of the strep test, which was done today in the clinic. Strep test was negative. She was given the opportunity to ask questions she states she has none.
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
