The patient is a 67-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. He is total care ADL dependent. He suffers from hypertension, shortness of breath, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy and severe pain, amputation left leg below the knee, and amputation right leg below the knee. The patient was evaluated at his residence on Dennis Street, which is a dilapidated apartment with missing windows, plastic covering widows to protect him from the elements and the door with mostly the frame left. The patient has a caretaker who helps him from bed to wheelchair. He is quite weak. He has severe pain as I mentioned. He has lost weight. His appetite has been diminished, with increased shortness of breath with any type of activity, requires oxygen at all times. Along with his shortness of breath, he also has episodic chest pain and symptoms of unstable angina. He is currently at NYHA score of 4 which is a dramatic change from last visit. KPS score has dropped to 40%. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. His appetite is diminished. He is having issues with aspiration; for this reason, he refuses to eat. The patient also has had numerous CVAs related to his diabetes and atherosclerotic small intracranial disease.
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
