Mr. Conner is an 81-year-old gentleman, single, smoker, lives in a single apartment and has a provider, currently on hospice with congestive heart failure; American Heart Association Class IV, NYHA class IV along with hypertension, chronic pain, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, history of DVT, history of myocardial infarction, COPD, O2 dependency at 2 liters, pulmonary hypertension, liver disease who recently was diagnosed with colon cancer and has decided against any type of treatment. Review of the records from Memorial Hermann shows that the patient has been in congestive heart failure with pulmonary edema, which causes him tremendous shortness of breath and weakness. The patient also has chronic renal disease with hydronephrosis. Recent CT scan showed evidence of most likely liver metastasis with multiple lesions within the colon. The patient is now totally bedbound. There are also lesions within the lungs which are consistent with metastatic disease. A PET scan was recommended which the patient has refused at this time. There is early evidence of constipation and possible bowel obstruction, which is most likely the cause of demise in this gentleman given his most likely malignancy in the colon. His heart failure has left him short of breath. He has lost weight because of decreased appetite, associated with muscle wasting and bouts of aspiration. He continues to some despite his overall prognosis and does not want to talk about his smoking. He does not smoke around his oxygen, he tells me. He has a KPS score of 40%, expected to do poorly given his multiple medical issues especially most recent colonic masses with multiple metastases as was mentioned above.
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
